Clubs

According to their specific characteristics, clubs are sorted into the following six
categories.

Activity

Students should join a club according to their interest and ability.

2. In special cases, students may apply to change their club during the first
two weeks of every new academic year.

3. If a student is unable to attend a club activity for a particular reason,
he/she must apply for club activity leave or exemption.
Assessment

1. CCA is assessed once a term, counted as 2 periods and added into the
calculation of term academic marks.

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The Set Up and Management of Clubs

1.

The Club advisers are arranged by the CCA Department
according to their interest and abilities.

The duties of the advisers are to be in charge of the club
administration to supervise the club committee as they carry
out their duties, to show concern and deal with member
attendance, and to assess member’s performance.

. Club advisers of the clubs who are involved in outside school

competitions should be well organized in setting up strategy,
working out training schedule, supervising practice and
dealing with matters related to competitions.

Clubs that are involved in outside school competitions,
technical and performing arts, may report to CCA
Department about any suitable person invited to be their
instructor according to the club needs.

. The duty of an instructor is to carry out technical training

according to the needs of the school and club. The instructor
can be invited to attend the club committee meetings as a
technical adviser but cannot interfere with the club decisions.

Club advisers can authorize the club chairpersons or vice-
chairpersons to assist with the management of club affairs.

Members and committee members should abide by the club
rules and regulations to show their cooperation, support and
loyalty to the club. Club advisers have the authority to deal
directly with any member who brings disrepute to the club’s
image and organization.



RULES
OF
CLUBS / SOCIETIES
IN
SABAH TSHUNG TSIN SECONDARY SCHOOL

Rule 1. Definition

(A) “Clubs” are defined as “Club(s)/Societies”or any other organisation of
student activities.

(B) “The School” is “Sabah Tshung Tsin Secondary School” or “Sekolah
Menengah Tshung Tsin Sabah.”

(C) The “CCA Master” is the “Co-curricular Activities Master.”

(D) The “Asst. CCA Master” is the “Assistant Co-curricular Activites
Master.”

(E) The “TICO Club” is the “Teacher-in-charge of Clubs.”

(F) The “TICO Performing Arts” means the “Teacher-in-charge of
Performing Arts.”

Rule 2. Objectives of Clubs

(A) To cultivate the interest of students, especially those who have enrolled as
members of clubs.

(B) To provide opportunities and facilities for the training of young leaders,
not only among the students themselves but also in all walks of life for our
future community and nation at large.

(C) To further consolidate friendship among students in general and among
club members in particular.

(D) To undertake, if decided upon by a Member Conference or instructed by
the School Authority.
i) The preparation and organisation of competitions or tournaments.

ii) The editing, printing and publication or any news sheet, magazine or
other printed literature for the advancement of the interests of a club
and its members.

Rule 3. Membership

(A) Unless otherwise approved, a student of the school shall apply for
membership and become a member of at least one club.

(B) Astudentisnot permitted to become a member of more than two clubs.

(C) Once amember is accepted in a club, he/she is not allowed to change club
without prior consent from the CCA Master.

Rule 4. Fund

(A) The entrance fee and annual / monthly subscription shall be decided by
club teacher adviser and committee members.

(B) Special subscription may be levied on members of a club in times of need
with the approval of the Committee and the approval of the CCA Master.

(C) A special fund may be raised by the Committee of a club subject to
approval from the CCA Master.

(D) A subsidy will be allocated from the CCA Department to the club and the
amount allocated will depend upon the aims, organisation and
membership of the club.

(E) Any amount of money left over by a certain club at the end of each year
will be retained and transferred to the same club the following year.

Rule 5. Organisation

The Executive Committee below is to be elected by the members of each club
during the 1* Member conference.

i) Chairperson;

ii) Vice Chairperson;

iii) Secretary;

iv) Treasurer;

v) 1-9 Committee Members;



Rule 6. Duties

(A) The chairperson shall preside at all meetings of his/her club and be
responsible for the proper conduct of all such meetings. He/She shall
represent his/her club in its dealings with other clubs.

(B) The vice chairperson shall assist the chairperson in carrying out his/her
duties and shall deputise the chairperson in his’her absence.

(C) The secretary shall be responsible for conducting all correspondence and
keeping all documents and papers of the clubs and shall submit to CCA
each term a copy of his/her secretary report/club activities planning.

(D) The treasurer shall be responsible for the collection and safe-keeping of
subscriptions of all kinds. He/She shall keep a clear and constant record of
every sum of money spent. A complete record of such shall be presented to
the auditor for verification at the end of each term.

Rule 7. Meeting

(A) The General Meeting shall be held at least once within an academic year.
The date, time and place for such a meeting shall be decided club advisers.

(B) The adviser shall, as routine, officiate the opening of the first annual
General Meeting of a club. He/She shall hand over the meeting to the new
chairperson as soon as the latter is elected by the meeting.

(C) A committee meeting shall be held at least once each term; and the first of
such in each term shall, with the presence of its adviser(s), work out and
itemize the club plan or activities for that particular term.

(D) If a club is planning a private function involving outsiders or using the
school premises and hall, the club has to apply through CCA.

(E) A club has to apply at least one month before hand to outside school
activities section should activities outside the school be planned.

Rule 8. Advisors

(A) There shall be at least one adviser for each club and the CCA Master shall
be the adviser for all clubs.

(B) Only the staff of the school may become the advisers of any club.

(C) The committee of a club may invite persons from outside the school to
become their Hononary Advisers or instructors upon the consent of the
CCA Master.

(D) The CCA Master authorised an appropriate teacher to be the Auditor for
every club and audit all the accounts of each club.

Rule 9. Application for leave

Any student who is unable to attend a club activities meeting can apply for
leave from the Co-curricular activities leave section.

Rule 10. Grading system on student performance in club’s activities

(A) Student assessment forms on Co-curricular activities are supplied to the
Adviser of the respective clubs. These forms are to be returned to the CCA
Department before the date mentioned.

(B) The above system is based on the following
a) Attendance: 50%
b) Performance:20%
c) Attitude: 10%
d) Extra-ordinary Performance : 20%
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Student CCA Assessment Guide-line

Student co-curricular activity (CCA) result will be counted as 2
Periods included into the academic results.

Modes of Assessment :

Attendance : 50%
— Actual attendance marks = 50% - Actual deduction marks.

— Attendance record must be clear and precise.

— Any club activity added or cancelled or date changed from the
“CCA Fixed club activity” should make sure to inform each
member and CCA in NOTICE form.

— Assessment of attendance should be carried out by club adviser(s)
with the assistance of club chairpersons.

Performance : 20%
— Based on the member’s ability and workload, service quality and
sense of participation, post in club and years of membership.

— Assessment should be done by club adviser(s) / with instructor(s)
only.

Attitude : 10%

— Based on the following merits that the member has : Being humble,
Politeness, Discipline, Punctuality, Initiative, Co-operation,
Helpfulness, Dedication and Responsibility.

— The assessment should be made by club adviser(s)/with
instructor(s) only.

Extra-ordinary performances (EP) : 20%

— Assessment of student personal EP marks : 0-10% is based on the
“Personal Report of Student Involvement in Activities” while the
club performance EP marks : 0-10% is based on “Club Report on
Activity”.

— The information provided by each member in the “Personal Report
of Student’s Involvement in Activities” should be confirmed by
club adviser(s).

— Assessment is carried out by CCA Department.

CCA Leave

Absence with Leave
— Official, Sick, Funeral : -0 mark.

— Personal : -3 marks.

Absence without Leave : -8 marks.

Late/Early leave : -1 mark.
— Late: 10 minutes after start of activity without valid reasons.

— Early Leave : 10 minutes before dismissal of activity without valid
reasons.

Club adviser must keep the Leave portion properly, for the exact
deduction of attendance marks.
